1 Planning Applications:

PANs postponed at last minute: another occasional problem. Planning advise the new date will appear in Weekly List. Advisable however to check website before attending a PAN.

14/01165/FUL Devon Gardens: thanks to a local member who spotted this, we objected to attempt to thwart vital cycle link to Haymarket Yards.

14/01696/PAN Craigmillar Town Centre; exhib'n 11 June; seek retention of quiet link to Innocent Path.

14/01509/PPP Ferrymuir Gait. Path under A90 is used by High School children. AM to object.

14/01648/PPP res dev off Gilmerton Stn Rd. PH to comment re contrib'n to rail path.

Bike sheds in gardens: recent apps have been successful.

2 Edin Street Design Guide: MD to draft response. Section C, factsheets, not out yet.

3 'Salvesen Steps' on R Almond below Cramond Brig - alternative route; 4 options being considered. Two CEC Depts will share cost; but Sustrans being asked to contribute.

4 R Almond path at airport: Access Forum say alternative route on bank opposite airport being considered.

5 Dangerous manhole covers (slippery): note this is NOT 'routine maintenance'. ER drafting letter to CEC Head of Roads.

6 20mph limit proposals from sub-gp of Tpt Forum: to go to Cttee 13 June, before consultation. Broad agreement on proposals; even taxi rep supports them.

7 Bus Lane Users survey: Tpt Forum agreed private hire cars not to be allowed in, nor electric vehicles; mixed views on motor bikes.

8 Red chips: reply from A Burns re-stated CEC policy.

9 Trams start service 31 May; CEC reply to query says '1 year' before cycle carriage trials; we've been told '6 months' in past. DdF to respond.

10 George St: counts of cyclists to be made before, and after, changes; counts on Princes St will also be done.

11 Spokes Canal Report: EN article was good publicity. MP reported on recent meeting with Canals, Council, Sustrans; alternative routes will be looked at, starting with route on north side. Access points eg Viewforth, Allan Park, and surfacing (cobbles) improvements likewise.

12 PoP: Keith Brown promised extra £500K, some of this for better routes between univ/college campuses. Cycle Scotland co-ordinating bids.

13 Re-surfacing Wester Coates - complaint re side road entries during works were remedied promptly.

14 Inclusion of Walking with Cycle Forum: meetings to be 3 times/year; 1 hour on Walking, 1 for Cycling, 1 for both.

15 Forrest Rd: next Bulletin will present proposals for changes to layout of triangle.

16 Next Bulletin likely 31 May.

(MP) Dropbox idea for general documents such as cycling standards; agreed to trial.

(ER) TCAP is Town Centre Action Plan; PH, MP hope for chance to give presentation to SG Planners.

(PH) CTC launches 'Space for Cycling”; A Burns has signed up already.
