3 Cycle Forum 21 May - DdF, MP and PH attended (new Walking and Cycling Forum (3-hour meeting) will replace Cycle Forum) 

4 Glasgow Q S station renewal consultation (GoBike 18 May; EJ responded)

7 Waverley rising barrier and other problems: cyclists have to dismount and walk the ramp; space very confined at foot; what's going on? EJ to be asked to investigate with Network Rail; Action ER contact EJ

8 QBiC at Mayfield Terr. Spokes seeks to maintain objection; Tpt Cttee docs say changes, costing £9K in all, to be charged to cycling budget - adding insult to injury. PH to write to Lesley Hinds. Post-meeting: agreed better for RG to write on this.

10 CEC non-committal response to Spokes' 'red surfacing' doc, but changes at Foot of Walk (see below) include trial of different red colouring 

11 Road and Pavement, Market St and Waverley Br - plans still not available

13 TRO 14/21/ADY Foot of Walk road layout: cycle pinch point; positive response from CEC to SS's comments; ped Xing Duke St to be moved nearer to junc; pinch point widened; cycle lane to start from junc; red surfacing may not be chips

21 Craigleith junc slippery paint (DdF 12 June); CEC made aware

22 A90 Section 3 improvements; fence and anti-glare panels (CEC Cycle Team 13 June)

23 Meadows - Innocent TRO (PH 16 June); only covers the crossings of Buccleuch St and Clerk St, so far; looks OK; PH to write in support

24 CEC devolution of powers to Neighbourhoods; this is not good for cycling - problems where boundaries are crossed; loss of central co-ordination; loss of grants for large schemes. SS and DdF to meet Head of Planning to discuss. Action SS, DdF

25 Major cycling schemes: Roseburn to Leith Walk, and Roseburn to Canal, now set in motion by Tpt Cttee.

16 Edinburgh's Bicycle Account, 13 June; DdF, SS attended; aims to monitor progress, usage levels, attitudes to cycling; 7 UK cities involved; first report to be produced Oct. 2015; CEC and Sustrans leading; DdF and SS are on steering cttee.

17 Tpt Cttee meeting 3 June - AM attended; St James Centre, impact of parking queried; cycling budget may be devolved to NPs (see (24) above); 20mph programme to continue; QBiC TRO changes Mayfield Rd.(see (8) above); major schemes launched (see (25) above

19 Edinburgh Design Guide - deadline 30 June; MD doing draft response; factsheets not yet available - we have asked for minimum 4 weeks response time; document 'very wordy'; online survey is separate, not integrated with doc; purpose of photos of streets not very clear, but CEC suggest respond with 'gut reaction' (!)
