14/03473/PAN Harlaw Gait: PH attended, supported an additional access to a res'l street, and supported more house rather than fewer. However, land is Green Belt and this may be a speculative bid

14/03480/PAN Bingo Hall, F'bridge (AM) Through route not needed, as there already is one adjacent; but access from cycle park at south end to West Tollcross would save time.

14/03502/PPP res dev Wester Craigs: PH objected re crossings of Maybury Rd etc

14/03607/PAN Shrub Place, amendments: exhib'n 21 Oct, 3-7, McD Rd Libr'y

14/03416/PPP mixed use, incl. public realm, Niddrie Mains Rd: accesses are good; no grounds to object

12/04007/sch3 Craighouse - decision (PH 5 Sep); local group to appeal; internal path network looks OK

14/03632 and 3633/FUL res dev East Suffolk Rd/Crawfurd Rd; AM to suggest link to Cameron March.

14/03736/PPP demolish existing, erect retail, res'l, Fishwives C'way/Porty High St: 9 Oct. No apparent grounds to object.

St James Quarter - architects appointed; seems no changes to frontages of Leith St

1 Road/Footway Prioritisation Review (MP, DdF); new 5% weighting for cycle routes is encouraging

2 Street Design Guidance submission (done by MD, 4 Sep)

3 George St trial (MD,SS); AM to attend review meeting, 30 Sept.

4 F'bridge Redev Masterplan: MP to meet the architects

5 Young St 1-way: CEC said no exemption for cyclists; PH made site visit, agreed no use for cyclists - narrow street, bad cobbles, George St is alternative.

6 “Broomhouse Path” and Cultins Rd link to canal (ER 10 Sep): City Cycling website notes many flaws on the former; Council however are planning a link from it to canal via Cultins Rd verge

7 Bike parking removed, Lidl Dalry Rd; PH, DdF objected; told the loss is temporary

8 Devon Place: garden ground was granted on appeal. Hilary M has written Lesley H; PH to make site visit with Hilary early Oct; ER to seek further info re the appeal

9 Barnton Ave blind corner access problem; complainant very pleased with EH's design for changes to road layout

10 Changes to Bus Lanes: SS sent objection/comments 20 Sep.

11 Neighbourhood P'ship Consultations - ER's  letter has been sent to John Bury

12 Uses (misuses) of CEC cycling budget; potentially delicate issue. MD to write to Lesley H and Adam McV in personal capacity.

13 Drylaw Path attack on cyclist: police response not great - write to member suggesting take this up with Lesley H.

14 Route from George Sq to The Pleasance - member wants 'inexpensive' improvements; his ideas for Drummond St not as good as route via Hill Pl and Adam St; suggest he takes this up with University. NB errors on Spokes map here - PH to contact Ian M and Tim S.
