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Leith Walk and Constitution Street 
Proposals for Improvement Work

The Council is due to start improvement works in Leith Walk and Constitution Street this Autumn. This work will include public utility upgrades and road resurfacing, and also improvements to the footways and environmental improvements, in response to locally identified needs.
We know from community led consultations that local people and businesses would like to see a number of improvements, including planting, improved footways, better provision for cyclists, less street clutter, new street furniture and improved waste bin locations.
The Council is setting aside a budget which will help to provide a number of these improvements, but it is important that we check that we’ve heard correctly what is needed, and that our proposals reflect local priorities.
