There are a couple of events later this week that may be of interest and which it might be useful for members to attend.

Both events include developments with the Royal Mile Action Plan. We are disappointed that the Action Plan does not take more account of cycling in terms of the road surface, and this is a point that needs raised whenever possible.  The rounded cobbles are a deterrent to using a bike, and we would like to see solutions (when sections of the street are resurfaced) such as flat-topped setts or at least smooth-paved strips.
