Winchburgh - Big development planned (with a station)

Marchmont Road/Crescent - Napier accommodation - good news - they are only
allowing one parking permit for the entire development 

Transport
Bikes on Trams - now permanent (bar Festival time!) - too early to push for extra provision given that it is first in UK and promoters still a bit nervous.  Arguing against total bans during big events will be important.

Leith Walk - TRO due

On-street secure parking - MD letter to LH   NB - report due at future Transport Cttee

Heriot Watt - there's a new way out by cycle - Westgate (Peter has been in
discussion with BUG)

Forest Road/Teviot Row etc (top of The Meadows).  Council
plan to review whole route through to George Street.  Martin queried whether
Spokes could do an early review/audit/route proposal?  [Dave comment – they are not at the stage of a specific proposal or options yet, just the general intention.  Spokes prepared one option for the Forrest Rd section – this is in Bulletin 119].  RG has arranged meeting with cycle team 7 July and supportive local cafe owner; TK also attending?

Holyrood Park - changes for peds/cyclists (CEC letter 10 July).  Living Streets met with Historic Scotland re pedestrianisation and further crossings and speed limits - RG will
speak to them.   RG and AM to attend meeting of local community group seeking car restrictions.

Lothian Road/Princess Street - eg turning right from the West and general
movement in area - needs segregated solution.  Ewan Jeffrey met local Cllr Jo Mowat and Chris Brace to discuss cycle crossing from Lothian Rd to Queensferry St (could also enable a safer right turn form Lothian Rd to Princes St)

EGIP trains cycle provision - EJ to send comments; possible write-in campaign for members.  Article is on spokes website (DdF)

Telford College North - link to Ferry Rd Path? - MD writing to Transportation 28 June

Leith Walk - McD Rd - Pilrig St. Spokes submission 30 June
