16/00837/PAN West Craigs res dev, exhib'n 14/4, Marriott Hotel (this is the W Craigs Farm dev, W of Maybury Rd, S of Craigs Rd

16/00633/PAN Craigiehall village - nothing heard from Agents Rick Finc re exhib'n date

16/00540/PAN Salamander Pl.: PH attended exhib'n; brownfield; looks good for sustain-ability

16/01116/PAN res dev Ocean Drive; exhib'n 21 Apr, Ocean Terminal; MMcD to attend

15/05224/PPP Freelands Rd Ratho - revised plans include Comment from CEC Tpt Dev't, recommending refusal

16/00927/PAN mixed-use dev't, West Craigs S (exhib'n 30 Mar.); this one is mainly W of Tram Depot, with an 'enclave' NE of the Depot

16/01353/FUL res dev, old tannery, betw Currie and Balerno (PH commented); new connection to WoL Path promised

16/01510/FUL mixed use, Morrison Goods Yd (“The Haymarket”) revised plans, mostly good - Dalry Rd entrance to be for peds/cyclists only; car parking greatly reduced. ER to send comment re drop kerbs onto Dalry Rd

15/05835/PAN New Brunstane; AM, PH went, left comment re redecking of old rail br at Brunstane Sta

15/05877/PAN res dev east of Burdiehouse Rd; Alec went, left comments re GB, greenf'd; it 'crossed' every box on sustainability; Police Scotland agreed with us

Transport

Keeping tabs on cycle signs (DdF et al 27 Mar): We welcome CEC initiative to use volunteers; suggest Sustrans Rangers get involved; needs back-up to check that reported faults are rectified. Wayfinding maps displayed in public places could be major addition to signage

Holyrood Pk - RG compiled doc to send to local members to raise at hustings

Dumbiedykes -  one undropped kerb, one stepped access, on main cycle route (member, 17 Mar.)

Roseburn: proposed cycle path generates much correspondence, some opposition; Henry W, Adam S and Rosie B to attend local meetings for Spokes, to support the proposals

TROs - various. We need a filtering mechanism to prevent all minor TROs coming to all PG members. SS agrees to act as filter; RB to be asked to send them only to him 

Tpt Dev't (non)-input to major planning schemes: letter to CEC (ER 3 Mar); see AOB below

McDonald Rd: Cllr promises look at cycle bypass at build-out (SHay 5 Mar.)

Bike parking at Waverley and elsewhere - CEC give long list of locations (CP, 8 Mar)

NetworkRail Route Study Scotland (EJ wrote Spokes submission, 10 Mar)

Burdiehouse Burn Path Lasswade Rd crossing - seek toucan; [post-meeting]  it will only be a centre refuge island

Elder St/York Pl junc 15/04868/AMC approved, but details still to be determined

Lothian Rd/WAR junc - member (14 Mar.); reply from Cllr Rust 1 Apr.; this is mainly an issue for peds not cyclists

Tpt Cttee 15 Mar. - SS notes:


setted streets: CEC  policy being developed: expensive, but has to be done properly


CEC 9% for cycling in budget was approved;


SCSP was approved;


car-free Sunday: 1 street in each of 4 areas; suggestions wanted;


governance: leaders to get progress reports on major planning/tpt items eg 20mph

Forrest Row: member (17/3) raises issue of shared green light for 'merging', causing conflict for cyclists who think have right of way - corresp dates from Jan. 2014. After discussion, we agreed a warning sign for cyclists could be temp solution: Action MMcD

Millburn Tower: Planning Portal now has comment from Tpt Dev't, recommending refusal; Sub-Cttee meeting 18 April, we're invited to speak (5 mins max); volunteer ER

Leith Walk: plans for 2-stage right turns at Brunswick/McD Rd, as option for less confident riders; also tram lines in future; lengthy discussion; we support, with reservations; MMcD to make summary of discussion

Cycle Team structure: we wrote to John Bury objecting to cycle schemes being devolved to local NP's; DdF and SS to meet him
