16/01101/PAN res dev, retail, commercial, Greendykes South; AM went; brownfield land; new cycle path being built south-eastwards from C'millar Castle Rd could potentially connect to site

16/00633/PAN Craigiehall exhib'n 12 Apr.; PH to ask for copy of exhib'n boards

16/01515/FUL res dev Curriehill Rd; decided no objection needed

16/01691/PAN Riccarton Mains Vilage - mixed use (exhib'n 18 May, H/W Conf Centre); greenfield, Green Belt

16/01688/PAN res dev N of Freelands Rd Ratho: agents Rick Finc said (6 Apr) they'd tell us date of exhib'n - nothing heard; improvements to Baird Rd (Ratho to R. Station) for cyclists badly needed; ditto Baird Rd cement works (see next)

16/01674/PAN res dev Baird Rd old cement works: seek cycle improvements Baird Rd (exhib'n 16 May)

16/01633/PAN Drive-thru, The Range, Milton Link - re redeck the abutment; exhib'n 11 May

16/01510/FUL Morrison St Goods Yard - re M. St 1-way; no comments sent; deadline was 15 Apr.

16/01797, 1798/PPP mixed use, Builyeon Rd SQ (13 May). PH to follow up

16/01908/PAN Roseburn - Canal (24 May); needs supportive comments

16/01929/PAN mixed use, Dewar Pl. (16 June); site bounded by Dewar Pl, Canning St, WAR, and includes the sub-station; access from WAR proposed. PH can't go but someone should.

16/01930/PAN Ratho Pk Rd (“mid-June”)

15/01554/FUL Allan Park/Meggetland: appeal dismissed

15/04318/PPP Millburn Tower: hearing now 16 May; ER to attend; site totally unsuitable for active travel/pub trans

India Quay, Fountainbridge - update from EDI, 10 May, 3-8pm, AKVA; PH, AM to go

15/05224/PPP Freelands Rd, Ratho: planning permission refused (3 May); reasons include unsuitable for active travel, greenfield, green belt; useful ref for future similar proposals

Transport
Newbridge-Q'ferry Path correspondence and vol work; we seek inclusion in Community Links; huge local population, and it's a route to schools, employment (eg airport).

Meadowbank dev't - re Smokey Brae 1-way suggestion; we're not in favour of new 1-ways

CEC staff reshuffle - is tpt/cycling affected? Allan Hutcheon has gone

Cycle/Tram improvements (meeting 21 Apr; DdF, EJ): no report received; PH to ask

UK sign and i/structure regs also apply in Scotland (18 Apr, DdF); enables signage hitherto refused as 'unconventional'

Bike parking spreadsheet (MP, 18 Apr): SS reported from SEStran meeting that old bike racks being replaced at stations by Abellio, are available to LAs, including installation

ATAP progress - dropped kerbs list; Drop kerbs at Dumbiedykes (ER 19 Apr); our list to be sent to Chris B and local NPs (Action ER)

One-way streets (MP, 20 Apr); how to spread cycle-exemption message within CEC? Not determined

(Sustrans project Lasswade-Shawfair (DdF 21 Apr) (to note: not discussed))

Cyclist Awareness Training - ER letter to CS, 22 Apr. Noted that when CS did such for Lothian Buses, many drivers started cycling to work! HGV training for St James Centre redevelopment: Adam McVey is taking it up with developers.

Pathworks: WoL path and Redhall Park access ruined by City Fibre (EH,PH 25 Apr)(MP 9 May): PH has written to Cllr Bill Henderson who has promised to take this up

Temp Cycle Diversions: WoL path at Murrayfield; ER letter to J Bury 28 Apr. Two appalling examples, one north of railway with loose stones etc; the other S of railway, misleading diversion signage; also the more general issue

Holyrood Park-Grange proposed quiet route (RG, 30 Apr): Univ (at high level) denying through route to H. Pk Rd via the Halls, despite being a 'charity' and having public obligations, and students being prime target. However, the ped/cycle entrance off Dalkeith Rd is a gap between wall and gate, open 24/7

Transport Forum 11 May: EJ to attend in place of SS

James Gillespie PS: school travel report to be updated (EH, 6 May); the 2006 one was very good; SS sending suggestions to EH, incl street closure, 20mph zone

Rail: cycle map to go up at Haymarket
