Holyrood Pk - Travel Team in talks with HES re cycle paths Holyrood- St Leonards; RG in discussion with Living Streets re status of 20mph there (Action: RG)

Johnston Terrace - temp 1-way but no exemption for cyclists (ER, 15 June); final scheme will have 2-way traffic, eastbound for buses, taxis bikes only

Inverleith Row/Place - improvements possible; member Jenny Wilson (JW) represented Spokes; but traffic lights would make I'th Place a rat-run. PH to ask DdF if JW should be contacted

Bruntsf-d/Leith TCs planning guidance disappointing on cycling (DdF 17 June); cycling in Kirkgate important if tram runs down Constitution St

India Quay exhib'n 10 May; AM,PH went; site between Viewforth and Gilmore Pk; towpath to be wider but shared-use; pinch point at water feature est'd10m wide, so that's OK
