Fort-Kinnaird: member wrote about inadequate cycle pkg (28 June) - wheel-benders; we suggested he take it up with Management; ER investigated what the planning consent agreed; with CEC resources limited, probably little can be done

16/03218/FUL S Fort St - link to Warriston Path and route along west edge to WBG St (AM  wrote to P Noble); sent comment 12 July

16/03296/PAN Warriston Rd ex B&Q - exhib'n 29 and 30 July; access through is needed; brownfield dev't.

16/03107/FUL Jack Kane and Hunter's Hall Park - poor on cycling; access to south cut off by new housing. PH objected, 22/7 

16/03321/AMC 199 Fountainbridge: between Dundee St and canal; east of Viewforth; includes public realm, access; no change from earlier

West-East City Centre Route - Roseburn-Haymkt ATF consultation (RG 21 June): Spokes sent submission supporting Option A (4 July); PH ditto for CTC (8 July); CEC present'n to Sustrans 12 July; public meeting 2 Aug. Deputation to Tpt Cttee 30 Aug. - RG will go; SS has briefed him on procedure.  Action: RG

Rail path Currie-Balerno - Fibre firm disruption only partially sorted

HGV driver awareness - letter from ER to CS (22 June); reply to be forwarded. Action: ER

Edin LDP - SG have made up their minds (5 July)

Morrison Cres - member wrote on various issues; CEC gave fairly reassuring reply (6 July)

Grange Rd ped/cycle crossings - AM went Consult'n 20 July;  we agreed to support proposals for 'tiger' crossings (zebra for peds, plus similar for cyclists) at Lauder Rd and Tantallon Pl., provided good temp signage is put up to alert drivers to this new idea; if successful, has potential elsewhere in city. Savvy cyclists might use Lauder Rd in one direction and Tantallon Pl in the other to avoid crossing to “wrong” side and back.

Napier-Sighthill Campuses: complaint from member re lack of through route. Privately owned, so possibly not much we can do. Post-meeting: Napier Sustainability Officer J Pearson is taking up this issue, and applying to Sustrans for funding.

Sheriffhall Rbt: Parl'y answer (DdF, 20 June): grade separation may be announced late 2016.
