Roseburn E-W:  Cllrs' decision 16 Dec. voted for Option A - the one we wanted. Report is on website. Our thanks to those from Spokes, and our supporters, for their efforts in securing this outcome; especially in managing to put our case without alienating our opponents. Next step will be to seek Community Links funding


Leith Walk: formal TROs for P5; TRO/16/58, RSO/16/13: CEC received several letters of support from members, but large number of objections forced referral to Inquiry, as reported from TEC Cttee, 17 Jan.

1  Salvesen Steps, Cramond: Peter Scott seeks Spokes support for new route (30 Dec). Rosie has replied stating Spokes sympathetic, but high expense means we can't offer it priority

2 LDP2 now issued, with support docs (9 Dec)

3 Argyle Pl/Melville Dr - currently unsatisfactory - needs ped crossing phase all-ways (member EH, 4 Jan.) Our view: this is more a matter for LS, but we suggest closure of the west-facing spur road (as at Marchmont Cres) would help cyclists too. PH to reply to EH (Action PH)

4 St James Centre: meeting of Spokes with officials being arranged for 24 Jan. Action DdF, RG, MMcD

5 Ward Projects for Elections: request to PG members for ideas (DdF 7 Jan). This may not work for Edinburgh - we already have a number of plans of action and projects in the pipeline. But we could identify projects by Ward to alert members what to support. Action: MMcD to compile a list by Wards

6 Canal - Aqueduct closure for 5 weeks from 23 Jan.

7 Tpt Cttee 17 Jan.: report from SS: various relevant items, including:


 a) setted streets: Report deferred for consultation with us and LS


b) budget: 10% supported by all except Tories, who want open bidding and more money for re-surfacing. As opportunity arises we shall challenge this;


c) Street cycle parking to go ahead (trial now done); charges maybe £7.50/month; but in-tenement parking not being progressed;


d) capital road surface renewals: list of streets has been produced, graded for 1 strengthen (deep)
2 resurface (shallow)
3 basic

Note: re this item in the Cttee Papers, 7.2: Spokes to ask members to look through the list of streets and recommend possible cycle lane opportunities. Action DdF to notify members


e) Lothian Buses: SS had informal talk with official re support for longer bus-lane hours, and for planning-gain levies for Transport as well as Education


f) the 2 senior CEC officials who attend TEC Cttee are retiring

8 TRO for 40mph (replacing 50mph) on A71 at Dalmahoy. We support. Action SS

1 ATF meeting re-scheduled for 19 Jan.; papers include map of routes etc projects to be progressed in next financial year. Action DdF, PH

2 Developer Contributions: policy doc from CEC (Supplementary Guidance)(DdF 18 Dec.) No volunteer stepped up to draft a response

3 Scot Gov't Budget: no change for active travel: disappointing outcome. DdF responded for Spokes 

4 Edin 2050 City Vision - we're urged to respond to this; deadline end Dec. CP to respond for Spokes. PW and others have commented. Action: MMcD to contact Chris

5 Sheriffhall upgrade: AM sent comments to consultants, 23 Dec.

6 Cycling by Design: Scottish contributions welcome by mid-Jan. (Roger Geffen 20 Dec). This is an on-going item, via Andy Mulholland at TS

7 Cycle Schemes Review: Spokes met with CEC (Martyn L.)15 Dec.; notes MMcD, 21/12

8 Gateway Station (Gogar) now open - seems cycling is permitted (10 Dec), but there's no public bridge over railway to connect to Turnhouse Rd/W Craigs; but PH met developers at PAN who say bridge is in the LDP and will happen; currently 4 options being looked at

9 Active Travel Task Force to be created; start Feb 2017; we're to be invited

10 Planning Apps: details to go on website in simple form as notified weekly by PH(Action: DdF)

11 Haymarket Hub survey: ideas for a Bike Hub sought (6 Jan); survey should be targeted at regular train/cycle users

12 The Medal Myth: BBC1 prog showed elite sport basically for the elite, fails to target those who exercise too little; simple, cheap solutions by walking/cycling are possible, and being done but on small scale

13 ScotGov Planning System consultation includes domestic bike storage and much more, eg location of new development. Goff C sent info from 'Planning Democracy' and hopefully will draft a response which we can adapt

14 Locality Improvement Plans - roadshow each week in Feb - NE,NW, SE,SW (10 Jan)

15 New member for PG: Dave French invited to meeting
