17/00168/FUL res dev Quartermile: PH objected 17 Feb.; sent photos 20/2;  Masterplan dates from 2002 (ER 20/2); update ER 7 Mar., PH 8 Mar. Case Officer says only the actual site will be considered. I asked how we were supposed to get masterplan errors rectified, other than by refusal of permission for bits; no answer. Also, CEC Tpt Development has never given the developers what they (TD) require for road network - since 2002. ER has written D Leslie (temp HoD Planning) for clarification

2 Planning Cttee 2 March

3 20mph Phase 2 live on 28 Feb. We shared experiences; mostly positive

4 Leith St meeting 9 March: CEC will consider a cycle contraflow at east end of London Rd; most important is the long-term future after closure - top of street for buses/cycles only? Diversion: need to re-do the lane markings on The Mound, re-redden faded red paint, more rigorous parking enforcement at top of The Mound downhill (or temp No Parking), re-paint white lines on whole route.  MMcD, DdF to meet Sustrans team 6 Apr.

AOB  Who speaks for Edin cyclists? (MMcD)(28/3)

There followed some lengthy discussion on a number of topics:

1 SEStran: its role likely to increase, re City Deal - transport for the Region; LAs not keen on losing powers. SEStran has a cycling 'officer'.

2 George St: Anna H mentioned possible consultation meeting (MMcD)

3 Tories seem minded to hold back on 20mph implementation; a Q for the hustings?

4 Evening News survey: “half Edin cyclists feel unsafe”; this could support our call for segregated facilities

5 Next CEC Tpt Cttee not till 1 Aug. Meanwhile, should we offer a ride to see facilities to the new incumbents?

6 Relationship with other groups, esp CCEF. EH has offered to become a link between them and us; we welcome that.

7 Frequency of PG meetings - more often? Notice of topics in advance to all members who have ticked 'PG'? (DdF)

8 Future of Active Travel Forum; with departure of LH, structure might change. We prefer the old Cycle Forum - chance to meet and discuss with CEC officials and Sustrans. Sustrans have several officers who cover Edin, so not easy to liaise with just one.

9 Edin Cycling Strategy - there is one from CEC, but it doesn't show the priorities. Maybe Spokes should write its own Strategy? (MMcD, MP, SM)

10 Cycling Scotland: have initiated a 'close pass' plan with Police Scotland, starting end Apr.; also planning to re-run their 'Give Me Space' ad. They don't communicate with us except indirectly.

11 Insufficient space in City Centre for pedestrians during the Festival; opportunity for street closures?

12 Online submission: Spokes is now registered with the Planning Portal to send in objections/comments online. An email copy is sent back, which can be circulated to PG members.
