TACKLING CYCLE STORAGE FOR FLATS & TENEMENTS

Would you like to see better residential bike parking / storage?
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Spokes has recently been awarded Climate Challenge funding for a project to produce and disseminate information on how individuals and groups can achieve practical improvements in storage – whether in-flat, in-stair, backgreen or on-street.   The intention is to have extensive online materials by late autumn 2010, available free for use by individuals, stairs, developers, councils and others who are looking for the best way to live with a bike in their particular accommodation.
We are working with consultants TPi, who specialise in sustainable transport. TPi will be carrying out fieldwork on our behalf to understand fully the practical issues – including the planning, management, etc as well as the hardware options - and identify possible solutions for different situations. The ultimate objective of course is to stimulate actual improvements and thereby help and encourage people to use bikes on an everyday basis.
