18/08051/FUL demolish flats, erect new, roads, f/p etc Tolbooth Wynd (2/11); ensure through route to Kirkgate (though may be part of Tram solution); PH

Transport

1 CCWEL: York Pl /Elder St: section 3 RSO: RG showed us plans; angles for crossing tracks, and path widths. Main issue is the angle at which cycleway crossed tram tracks. Changes made to the proposed route through the RSO itself had improved the angle to 43.5% - less than ideal, but note cyclists would be going straight across, not turning on the tracks, and we'd  been advised no scope for further improvements. Agreed we would not comment (negatively or positively) on the RSO. RG
