1 Lower Gilmore Pl.: PH sent comments re public realm, incl. Leamington Rd. 13/3

4 CCWEL: Roseburn: Pub'c Inquiry due 'summer' (21/3); Stage 2 Orders 'due', 22/3 (RG); possible “cobbles” on Old Coltbridge - RG to check with HW

5 Edin Gateway footbridge: plans from Stuart Buchanan, via Henry W.; ER wrote letter to Grace Vickers re need for all the four cycling proposals listed for West Edinburgh in the City Deal to be kept in (1 Apr.);   letter got quick reply and invite to meet; ER, PH to represent Spokes; In discussion we suggested our own priorities for the 4 City Deal possible schemes 

6 Airport Relief Road: HW wrote Cllr re implic's for cycle route at Gogar Rbt 18/3, where Myreton Dr. enters rbt

7 Tram Phase 3: Princes St works delayed but to go ahead in autumn (20/3)

8 A71 footway Hermiston-Addieston: PH met CEC official; they've agreed to scrape it to widen path, prior to stronger repairs (PH, 28/3)

9 Hampton Hotel: CEC propose conversion of footway to loading bay (RSO/19/04): do we object? Probably not, since the alternative could be worse; but wider issues of giving away public space (with possible AT impacts), and better use of 'no stopping at any time' markings need raised with CEC (strategic mtg topic?)

10 Brunstane Rd closure at rail bridge; total closure now alleviated by 1.5m gap for cyclists; wider issue of road closures and need for cycle relief; ER to write to EK of CEC re several issues, ask for these to be raised/responded to at next strat'c mtg

11 Path closures:  Davidson's Mains Park 8-19 Apr.

12 Good TROs from MLC: one a 40 limit at Melville Dykes; also dual-use pavement at Hardengreen rbt

13 Spokes Porty Group; good replies from locality team re Dropped Kerbs at Prom, and a segregated route; NB King's Rd is a (dangerous) junction not a rbt; cyclists use alternatives via Fishwives' C'way or Prom

14 Napier Univ seeking to establish links between its campuses; esp. Colinton Rd, which could also be an alternative to over-busy towpath; univ's themselves have to apply for funding

15 Innocent Ext'n Path near Bingham; case of deliberate vandalism with glass

16 Murieston Cres.: member has problems with cyclists having to undertake at Dalry Rd junc.; Roseburn - Canal will be the solution (if it ever happens!
