19/01032/FUL res dev Springfield 1, by 12/4; PH sent objection re unsustainable etc

19/01249/PAN Univ Playing Fields re-dev't; exhib'n 24/4, AM went, sent notes; bad access to res dev by bike to/from south and west; (SS to do personal objection when p/a comes out)

19/01481/FUL res dev (505) Little France/SE Wedge - Springfield '2' (by 5 May); cycle path nearby; PH, DF decided against objecting

19/02122/PPP mixed use dev't including a bridge, 1,4 Gilmerton St'n Rd. by 31 May; DF

18/04332/FUL Stead's Pl/Leith Walk: very controversial; Edin Uni has given up plans for stdt accomm. (ER objected re greatly reduced cycle pkg, Sept. 2018)

1 TRO/19/40 West Register St; mostly OK, but no RT off Princes St (26/4); AM sent comments to A Young, cc A Herriman, 4/5

2 West Tollcross access blockage - CEC enforcement, but still blocked; but other routes poss. ER 

3 Leith St closing again, 5-25 May; CP got reply from official, 4/5; red chips will be laid

4 CCWEL: Roseburn: Rejuvenation consult'n: RG replied, 4/5; Stage 2 consult starts 14 May

5 Edin Gateway footbridge: Network Rail blocking; TS uninterested. ER letter to Grace Vickers  re need for all the cycling proposals listed for West Edinburgh in the City Deal to be kept in (1 Apr.);   got quick reply and invite to meet (5/4); PH sent letter to 1st Minister, 13/5; political implic'ns re NR

6 GNT: now part of CET (see below)

7 Dumbiedykes access to Holyrood Pk (steps); letter to DdF says new AT Team member Andres is on the case (25/4); also doing 'minor works' sent by Spokes eg drain at Telfer Subway

8 Road closures/diversions (eg Brunstane Rd): ER letter to EK re proper procedures (27/4) 

9 Brunstane Rd closure at rail bridge, resolved by moving barriers; see also 8 above

10 Morrison St cycle lanes - now part of CET, see below

11 Lanark Rd: possible cycle lanes at Gillespie XRoads; Cllr Ricky H shows interest (1/5)

12 A701 “Relief” Road; main issue is what happens to existing A701; and cycling to Roslin Inst'ute

13 Easter Rd/Duke St junction improvements (S Blacklaw 11/5); part of New Tram, see (5) below; rbt replaced with lights; SB says ASLs, lead-ins, DK. crossings, poss toucan to get to Links, will be included, but no certainty re advance release at lights; prep works for tram; MMcD, CP

14 Edinburgh 2029 Vision : see CET, below

10 Climate Change Bill and Emergency; relevance for CEC? it's not for us; rather, SCCS, FoE, SESPlan; PH to collect examples of unsustainable housing schemes

23 CET: rest of meeting devoted to the proposals to come before TIE Cttee on Thurs (16th); 800 pages! CP, SS, DdF have done summary:


* North Bank St (ie top of The Mound) to be closed from Market St to High St to all but buses and 'proper' taxis; breaking of N-S traffic route will enable MGS, have knock-on effects on GNT;


* Bus loop for City Centre (to become tram loop eventually), including seg cycling, via Morrison St, Lauriston Pl., Princes St; 


* New ped/cycle bridge at Waverley, ie Jeffrey St - Calton Rd;


* West End junc re-modelled with safety as priority, starting Jan. 2020;


* Bus lanes to become 7/7 by Jan. 2020;


* Waverley Bridge closed to traffic by 4/22;


* vertical connections in 4 places; lifts will have space for bikes;


* under MGS, cycle lanes for Geo IV Br., Bristo triangle; Forrest Rd mainly for bikes, traffic to go round the other 2 sides.

CP to do Spokes response to MGS proposals (after workshop, 3 June);
