19/02357/PAN reception centre, bridge access, Forth Bridge, Nicola Slaven (NR) reassures DdF re cycle access and pkg

19/02623/FUL Haymarket/Goods Yard; stepped route; CP corresp with Daisy; PH did object'n 12/7

19/02604/FUL Gyle Centre Extension : PH sent objection re need for cycle access around the south side from east to west; Sustrans also 

19/02776/PAN Edin Park southern phase; exhib'n 19/6, dwgs show no link to cycle path N of tunnel; staff claimed dwgs are old, there WILL be a link; need to watch eventual p/a PH

19/02616/FUL res dev (115) east of Burdiehouse Rd; DF sent objection, 5 July

19/02885/PAN Roseburn - Canal; PH, MMcD, AM went exhib'n; AM responded, 13/7 (sent by PH)

19/02922/FUL gym, Bankhead Xway S; objection re no cycle pkg (ER, 1/7)

19/02988/FUL and 2993/AMC MODA, Fountainbr.: PH objected re Youngers Steps; good reply from Planning Officer but Steps are outwith the applications

19/03097/PPP mixed use comm'l, offices, hotel, res., S of 199 F'bridge by 26/7 PH

19/03262/PAN stdt accomm, 555 Gorgie Rd (3 Sept.) PH

19/03063/FUL amend/delete previous cond's, BioQuarter, by 25/7 - probably OK, no objection

18/10545/PPP Craigiehall: app withdrawn, 17 June

1 CCWEL:Stage 2 RSO got 7 objections, has to go to Minister; Spokes to offer CEC (EK) to attend/give evidence if needed

2 On-street cycle pkg - CycleHoop, due to start Sept. Poss topic for next Spokes Meeting

3 Bike Hire Scheme: Spokes invited to meet Just-Eat team, 26/6 (DdF, MMcD)

4 Cargo-bike pkg: “guide to inclusive cycling” from 'Wheels for Wellbeing”; lots of corresp. with CEC Technician Andres: CP, DdF etc, 27/6-19/7

4 Lower Granton Rd - works due for completion, July

5 Setts policy, Dalmeny St (part of tram prep works) (MMcD, 29/6); centre of street to become tarmac

6 Lothian Rd at Bread St junc. resurfacing; MMcD/DdF to meet CEC officer?

7 Tram Diversion resurfacing: Steve B. sent list of projects, 3/7

8 Myreside Rd as part of Morningside Pkg Review: DF sent comments re cycling needs, 2/7

9 Russell Rd: right-turn at zig-zag cycle ramp: Andres sent plans for comment

10 East Craigs path network: member got abuse for cycling; status uncertain; M Duncan (AO) to investigate (10/7)

11 Lasswade Rd - disruptions to cycle path may be temporary - DF; cyclists forced to give way at every entrance despite being on main road

12 Braid Cres.: 1-way Order (TRO/19/50) and Braidburn Terrace 1-way Order; cyclists exempt on Terrace, but seemingly not on Cres., which is to be 2-way except for 'plug' at west end; seek clarification

13 West Edin Link (WEL): Report from workshops received; crossing of Bankhead Dr at S Gyle Access junc not good; AM to contact Kevin G. (CEC)

2 MGS: Concept Design Consult'n; CP compiled response, many contrib's from PG; sent 8/7

3 CCT consult'n open; public mtg June; CP led for Spokes;CP compiled Spokes response; sent 3/7

4  LEZ consult'n; 2 volunteers couldn't do response after all; DdF did one 'last minute', 20/7

5 Sunday pkg: TRO due August; report to Cttee due Feb. 2020 (22/6)

6  RECC road maintenance consult'n; calls for views: by 6 Sept.; we need to respond; PH, ER agreed to draft a response (DdF, 1/7)

7 Meadows-Canal: revised plans OK exc. narrowing for cyclists at Tarvit St; RG sent our concerns, 13/7

8 CEC/Spokes Strategic mtg 15/7 (DdF, RG, EJ) - CCT, Roseburn-Canal, tram diversion works, projects 2019-2024; Minutes sent 18/7; useful for reference on current status of projects

9 Trams/Active Travel mtg, 7 Aug. - AM to go

10 QF High St refurbish: gets funding from Town Centre Fund, ditto 3 other projects, but none of interest to cycling 

11 Redford Barracks drop-ins, 11, 13, 18 June, 2-7pm; AM sent a response, 5/7

12 STPR workshops, 18, 19th June, CAC: PH went 18 June; contrary to expectation, mostly about local projects; lots on rail, some on bus and cycling - no mention of roads

13 Spokes Port'y public mtg, 26 June - Paul Gasson visit

14 George St Festival: EJ met Essential Edin, 4/7 - plans sound OK

15 Cycle Management at Road Works; PN wants fact-sheet; ER to supply info 

16 Tactiles: Gov't Review is on currently till 24/7; DdF emailed PN seeking CEC response; tactiles have recently been replaced at NMW/MMW junc.

17 Port'y-Musselb'h route: SEStran issue tender for design; ditto Winchb'h-Airport (DdF 20/7)

AOB

(ER) Ice-Rink Bridge: mainly a pedestrian route but new markings make cyclists give way to vehicles; ER to contact Kevin Gauld (CEC) about it

(SS) Leith Walk vehicle exit, Shrub Pl. - strip of tarmac next to cycle way isn't wide enough to hold a vehicle waiting to exit to LW

(PH) West Craigs: update from Stuart B. clarifies the situation as regards NR; Spokes can support proposed planning app but we have to be careful not to be involved in the NR dispute

(DF) Midlothian planning app for car dealership opposite Dobbie's, with access across cycleway; DF to seek proper crossing

(SS) Edinburgh Budget planning - 8 workshops being organised during August, for public consultation - flyer received with details
