19/02623/FUL Morrison St Goods Yard: draft objection circulated but Spokes has already sent one for the 12 July deadline. Rosie has a contact who might wish to send a personal one, based on Spokes'. But a para in the docs (5.3.2) wasn't known about, so revision needed - main need is to ensure no steps on the 2 major routes through

19/03262/PAN stdt. accomm., 555 Gorgie Rd. (3/9) PH attended exhib'n, sent round notes

19/03802/PAN Iona St timber yard - PH contacted AT Team, Cllrs re opportunity to resurface Iona St

19/03803/PAN RBS site, Fettes Row (11/9); no-one went; another in Oct.

19/03870/PAN mixed use, Tower St/Bath Rd. (timber yard) 16 Oct. Bath Rd needs widened to accommodate future traffic and cycle facs

19/04172/PAN res dev, Mortonhall/Frogston Rd. E. 25 Oct.; seek possible funding for proposed Pentlands to Port'y route

19/04116/FUL Forth Bridge Centre: EJ, NU have compiled strong response; site is next to cycle route but no connection

16/04738/PPP West Craigs: DPEA grant the appeal, with lots of conditions (26/9). New complication is proposed new road ('Crosswind') from Gogar Rbt to Airport (see below)

19/04534/PAN new access road from Gogar Rbt to Airport: exhib'ns Nov., dates tbc; crosses a major cycle route at the Rbt

1 Lothian Rd/Bread St (CP) no further info

2 Leith St/Picardy Pl.:  MMcD wrote re ongoing RSO 2/9; and re dangers of new layout - EK replied saying more signage to be added; still not satisfactory; CP pursuing need to alter crossing phases at Greenside Row junc.;  we discussed sending copy of our suggestions to AT and publishing them - agreed; via MMcD, further comments sent to Reporter

3 TRO/19/40B West Register St - CP objected to banned R-turn from Princes St; this area 'up in air' at present (see C+E, 4, below)

4 West Tollcross access blocked: ER sent letter to DPEA to support CEC enforcement; DPEA Report, now out, is deeply flawed. Agreed to pursue with politicians (ER) to amend the decision

5 Murrayfield: inadequate bike pkg: ER wrote HoD Planning on this and other issues; to be raised at next strategic mtg

6 Gilmore Pl/Leven St: ASL lead-in on Gilmore Pl. removed; but in general we're happy with the plans for this junc.

7 Brunstane Burn Path: cyclist (JT) slipped and fell on bridge, bad injuries;  we discussed options for bridge/ramp surface treatments; JT pursuing claim via Cycling UK (ex CTC); means to report off-road path faults were discussed by email (MMcD, DF, 30/8).

8 P'bello Rd: planned improvements (resurfacing) at top of P'bello Rd will include cycle lanes 

9 Hope Lane/Stanley St: no warning to cyclists of road Xing (Eileen H); Andres to follow up 27/9

10 Dundee St mandatory cycle lane; Papa John's cars still park in it; write to Papa Johns (AM, DF)

1CCWEL Stage 1 DPEA Inquiry - Spokes normally being allowed to participate, but too late for this one: go via CEC

2 George St.: notes on 'unresolved issues' mtg; Minister to announce £20m funding (5/9)

3 Princes St.: Rory sent Notes of 27 Aug. mtg

4 E. Princes St/W Register St: proposals are out but not yet public (exc. general “less traffic”); CP objected to TRO (see Tpt, above)

5 Waverley Bridge: traffic (cars, not buses) to be banned from N half under CCT (RG, CP); this could have positive effect on E Princes St

6 CS Conference, Edinburgh, 5 Nov.: SS, MMcD going

7 Newbattle Terr re-surfacing - trying to find more about it (EH et al 12/9)

8 New Tram - workshop 18 Sept. re Leith Network - map of options from MMcD 1/10; it's over-kill; focus, and funding, needed for the 2 main routes, and need to be in place before works begin

9 Davidson's Mains: Xings at rbt to be upgraded; consult'n 14/9

10 WEL:  drop-ins for minor works, 5-12 Sept West Edinburgh various locations; AM went Bughtlin, sent notes

11 Astley/A: Spokes response sent 2/9 (PH)

12 AT Forum 29 Aug. MMcD went, sent notes; run-of-mill

13 Customer Forum CEC Planning/Bldg Stds, 10 Sept.; PH went; mostly 'housekeeping'; good networking; issues like sustainability should be raised under CityPlan2030, for consult'n December

14 Tpt Cttee met 12 Sept: issues CET, Road Maintenance; 


a) CET some cycle routes now downgraded to “potential”, eg Morrison St; went Cttee 12/9; 
deferred to full Council 19th; successful deputation Spokes/LS

15 XPG mtg 3 Sept.: DdF raised recommendations to simplify TROs, but this will now be long-term (ie not accepted in Tpt Bill); and funding for RTPs, but disappointing response, no new money
