19/06001/FUL cinema, Cameron Toll Retail Park; cycle pkg not determined (ER objection)

20/00260/PAN Edin Park South phase; PH sought better cycle access to site from underpass by Station

20/00283/PAN res dev, surgery, comm'y centre off Ravelrig Rd; exhib. 24 Feb. No-one went

20/00292/FUL mixed use, Peffer Pl./Niddrie Mains Rd PH commented re local cycle routes to Uni; CEC may be planning cycle lanes for Niddrie Mains Rd, but nothing in their docs: PH to ask Andres

20/00496/FUL stdt accomm Montrose Terr. ER wrote re cycle pkg details

20/00465/FUL mixed use, stdt accomm Baltic St/Constit'n St  no objection lodged

20/00529/PAN “Wisp Green”, The Wisp (exhib'n 18 Feb.) no-one went

19/02604/FUL Gyle Centre; revised plans published; PH, AM met Howard J from Sustrans 11 Mar.; to coordinate an objection (by 27 Mar.)

Transport

1 Baberton Loan blocked RoW has been re-opened (13 Feb.)

2 TRO/20/10 on-street cycle storage, various locations (DdF 15 Feb.) corresp on CCE suggests lots of 'lemons', as if it's been done as a desk exercise. Volunteers to check the sites?

3 Trams to Newhaven: Hannah Ross mtg, DdF, MMcD; notes, 14 Feb.; MMcD corresp with P Keehan (respons'y for Leith Walk) re cycle diversion routes; to meet him and Miles(?) from AT Leith Alternatives, 18 Mar.

4 CCWEL: CEC monitoring plan for whole route, 14 Mar. Reporter's decision made but not yet public; RG might know more; see also (9) below

4a Leith St: report has gone to SG but decision still awaited

5 TEC 27 Feb.: delays to CCWEL (DdF wrote to 3 Cllrs about this); Braid Hills Dr to be 40mph; Sheriffhall; Pkg Strategy TRO19/29

6 Electric vehicle charging: Midlothian C seeks our views; we support their proposals 12 Mar.

7 Picardy Pl tram stop now to be double-platform (20/00931/PA)

8 TRO/19/85 Buckingham Terr. tiny piece to be closed to motor vehicles

9 TRO/20/09 Charlotte Sq; implem'n put back from May '20 to May '22 (started 2012!)

10 CEC mtg with Spokes 11 Mar. - notes to follow. EK didn't come - again.

Consultations and Events

1 City Plan 2030 (CP2030): consult'n started 31 Jan.; PH co-ordinated Spokes response, submitted in their format (ie 'Choices' rather than a narrative) 2 Mar.

2 City Mobility Plan (CMP): consultation co-ordinated by SW, submitted ; Plan includes list of 14 AT projects, incl. A71 “cycle super-highway”; but no coordination with CMP

3 Q'ferry High St EJ and Niall Urquhart continue correspondence; EJ met consultants - concern re narrowing the E end of Newhalls Rd - risk of dooring; AT Team (Andres) agrees,16 Mar.

4 Abandoned bikes: problems with reporting; RG progressing; AT Team welcomed his report 

5 Holyrood Park: still no progress; MG promises further mtg with Gert from Sustrans

6 NPF4 early engagement; Edin workshop 18 Mar.; PH going; ER has volunteered to coordinate   comments; DdF circulated a paper by Prof. Iain Docherty 9 Mar. [post mtg: workshop cancelled]

7 West End: At want to resolve issue but there are problems underground; Advance Release Lights (ARLs) for cyclists are proposed; mtg planned with Brendan (AT/CCT) and Andrew Smith MMcD

8 Scottish Budget: Greens got concessions; extra £15m, possibly for CWSS; and AT is up by £5m; rail also up, but bulk of spend still on the 2 major roads, A9 and A96; DdF did webpage

9 Bikes on Trams; DdF cleared up what is/is not allowed, but CEC webpage still ambiguous 6/3

10 Council Leader's Report has 3 items on cycling: School Sreets Initiative expanded to 3 more schools; launch of new fleet of e-bikes by Just-Eat Cycles; Sustrans' Bike Life Edin Report published (see (11) below) - surveys of 1400 residents - lots want to cycle but still many barriers

11 'Bike Life' has list of CEC cycle schemes, p.19; incl. removing general traffic from E end of P. St

12 Filmhouse: consultation; Festival Sq cycle routes; Jolin's comments; AT supporting

13 'Destinations' project for better cycle pkg at major venues (ER and Kate); lottery app

14 WoL Management Plan 2020-30; response by 26 Mar. PH? - send any ideas to me please
