Spaces for People (SFP) Consultations
A1 including London Road is being led by Spokes Porty with Kirsty coordinating. Drafts have/are being shared. Deadline is 9th October.

Lanark Road, Longston Road and Inglis Green Road is being coordinated by Alec with shared draft in development and with the same deadkline for submission as the A1.

Castleview Primary School ressponse to be done by David.

The maintenance of the new SFP active travel areas has been raised by Stella. David agreed to write in to Lesley McInnes asking what the Council proposes.

Bus Lanes and a link to SfP -  it was noted Dave du Feu has written about extending bus lane hours and thereby getting bus lanes to be a more suitable resource for SfP purposes and wider promotion of cycling.

Other Transport Matters

Winchburgh M9 junction – a case needs to be made for huge improvements for active travel – no volunteer identified yet. Deadline is 8th October.

Newbattle Terrace – this is close to being finalised. John has been coordinating and has requested a cycling contraflow for the one way traffic proposals.

Speed Limit Recuction 40 to 30 – David will write asking why there are notable exsceptions to the Council's list of proposals, eg, Lasswade Road, Braid Hills Drive, Frogston Rd and Burdiehouse Road. The communication will express support but request more.

Gullane Drem – It was noted that the Council and Sustrans were looking again at the developer led scheme with a view to getting a path wider than the planned 1.2 metres.

Ex RBS site Fettes Row

Many aspects of the plans are poor for cycling including a series of zig zag ramps that are worse than Melvin Walk. Martin is responding to the 9th Oct deadline.
No red chips in advanced stop box at Cluny Drive Morningside Road – John is writing.

Policy Matters
UK Government consultation on highway code upgrade in relation to cycling and other non morotised travel modes. Martin will coordinate a submission for 27 Oct deadline.

Transport Scotland consultation on a Road Safety Framework with a December deadline – no volunteer at this time.

Infrastructure Investment Plan consultation by Transport Scotland for Nov 19 deadline. Simon will pick this up in about 3 weeks time.

TEC Committee of 1 Oct will be 1st for many months with many items of interest -

· SfP schemes,

· East Craigs – scheme proposals are diluted. David to write.

· Featherhall Avenue (Henry Waley expected to ensure cyclists interests upheld).

· Constitution St – Martin finding project manager difficult to communicate with

· Greenbank to Meadows – South Edin. group are maintaining an overview of proposals

· Bus Priority Development Fund – Alex has written to Transport convenor asking that more radical proposals eg longer bus lanes but no response to date.

· City Mobility Plan – though why it is appeari9ng again without planned actions is mysterious.

· Lib Dem motion calling for more SfP consultattion time – likely to be a recipe for no action
